There are 7 clips that are holding the front lens on. B$lat head screwdriver to pry up the tabs on the
clip (be careful not to break the tabs). Once all the tabs are off, wiggle the front lens off.



There are 4 clips holding the bepel. You will have to undo the tabs with anottearewdriver to pull
the bezel off.



Here is what the clip looks like. The middle tab will have to be lifted so that the bezel will be able to
come off.
